NTBCL TO RESUME REPAIR & UPGRADATION WORKS ON DND FLYWAY
FROM MID-FEBRUARY; COMPLETION PLANNED BY MARCH

New Delhi / Noida | February 11, 2026

Noida Toll Bridge Company Limited (NTBCL), the concessionaire of DND Flyway, today announced the planned
resumption of upgradation, repair & maintenance works on the Flyway with execution expected to commence from
February 12 onwards, subject to prevailing operational conditions.

The repair and upgradation works on the DND Flyway, which was initiated in October 2025, has been facing
delays on account of GRAP IV related restrictions and winter temperature conditions, which had impacted the
availability and execution window for bituminous works on the flyway.

Bituminous road works require regular availability and specific ambient temperature thresholds to ensure proper
laying, bonding, and long-term performance of the carriageway.

Bitumen availability and transportation remains a key challenge and lower ambient temperatures during peak winter
months restrict both the availability of suitable bitumen, quality of laying and the safe execution window for such
works on the carriageway.

Execution of the road works is expected to resume on or around February 12, subject to the availability of
bitumen, suitable temperature conditions, necessary regulatory, traffic movement, and other related permissions.
Completion of the overall repair and upgradation program is planned by March 2026, contingent upon these
dependencies.

NTBCL is working closely with contractors, suppliers, and relevant authorities to re-align material availability,
movement approvals, and execution schedules, with the objective of ensuring engineering quality, commuter
safety, and minimal disruption to traffic

Approximately 70 per cent of the overall scope of work relates to road and carriageway upgradation, while
the remaining work is currently under progress and will be completed shortly.

The DND Flyway remains a vital urban infrastructure corridor, facilitating seamless connectivity between Delhi and
Noida for over 2.5 lakh commuters daily. NTBCL reaffirmed its commitment to maintaining the Flyway as one of

the best in-class infrastructure asset, with safety, durability, and service continuity as core priorities.

“While certain external factors impacted timelines, NTBCL remains focused on completing the works efficiently
without compromising on quality or commuter safety,” an NTBCL spokesperson said.

NTBCL will continue to keep stakeholders informed as the work progresses and thanks commuters for their
cooperation and understanding.
